Rounders Report  
Both the Under 11 and Under 9 rounders 
teams were in action this week against 
Laxton School.

It took 
the Under 11s a while to get into their 
stride but they managed to limit Laxton’s 
rounders to 6½.  Laxton went on to field 
very well with TGPS only managing 6 
rounders.  The pressure was then on 
TGPS to tighten up their fielding and 
have a more successful batting innings.  
They were successful in these aims and 
managed to score 14 ½ rounders to 
Laxton’s 11.  The Under 9s played well 
making some clever half rounders and 
putting the Laxton fielders under 
pressure to win 22 ½ to 17. 
Help for Heroes  
Paul & Katie Wilson completed their third 
bike ride across northern France last 
week in order to raise funds for Help for 
Heroes.  The couple are staunch 
supporters of the charity and have raised 
over £25,000 for them in the last 3 years.  
The ride, from Portsmouth to Paris, was 
undertaken by almost 300 cyclists 
including a number of our wounded guys 
from the Army Rehabilitation Centre at 
Headley Court.  For the first time this 
year we cycled with more than a dozen 
guys who had lost one or both of their 
legs in incidents over the last couple of 
years.  Their courage, determination and 
sense of humour in the face of appalling 
injuries was more than inspirational, it 
was humbling.  We reached Paris on 
Friday afternoon and on gathering 
together at the Arc de Triomphe, were  
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
